The famous statement that ñyou can lead a 

horse to water, but you canôt make him 
drinkò is absolutely understandable in re-

lation to ones involvements with the syna-
gogue.  One of the most important mitzvahs 
that a Jew must do is the study of Torah.  It is 

important for every one of us to learn what our 
obligation to G -d is. That is done with the study 

of Jewish law, Jewish philosophy, Torah, Jewish 
history and many other Jewish subjects.  As we 
learn, we should be adding more to our level of 

observance.  
 

That is the normal way a Jew grows spiritually in his or her relationship 
with G - d. Most of us have the mistaken belief that G -d is only around for us to 
ask him for things, and when we get sick.  Then we always remember to call on 

him and demand help.  It really shouldnôt be that way.
